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1. General

AIRCRAFT RECORDS SYSTEM

1 Pursuantto CAR part 8, MAR Series C 07, log books are required to be kept for aircraft,
engines and variable pitch propellers.

This Chapter prescribes the records to be maintained in log books or other approved
records systems in respect of:

The engineering history of aircraft, engines and propellers including
components and equipment as applicable.

The maintenance completed
Other work completed.
Defects, damage failure or malfunctions that have occured

Airworthiness data

2. Record Keeping System

The owner or operators of aircraft operated in accordance with an Air Operator
Certificate approval may obtain approval to use arecord keeping system instead of the
prescribed log books. Such systems are acceptable provided the system includes the
required data and records, and procedures are established which will ensure that
records are accurately maintained. A record of all important modifications and major
repairs shall also be kept for each aircraft in an approved Modification Record Book.

3 Particulars of the Records

The operator shall ensure that the following records are maintained for aircraft,
engines and variable pitch propellersincluding their components and equipment for the
periods specified in paragraph 4:

The total flight time and number of landings of the aircraft on a daily basis.

All maintenance checks or inspections completed in accordance with an approved
maintenance schedule including the date and total flight time when the
certifications were made.

All overhauls, repairs, replacements or modifications completed and the date
and total flight time when the certifications were made.

Particulars of any defects, failures, malfunctions or damage occuring to the
aircraft, its component and equipment, the rectification action taken and a
reference to any relevanttechnical log entries.

The approved data or documents observed for all work other than that
completed in accordance with approved maintenance schedules or approved
work sheets.

Details of any concession approved for maintenance or other work.

Details of mandatory inspections completed including the results of such
inspections.

The total flight time of an aircraft components which are subject to a mandatory
life limitations.

The flight time since new or overhaul as appropriate of any components
or equipment which are subject to an approved overhaul period, a special
check or inspection within a specified period.

The total flight time of major airframe components of complexed aircraft.

The total flight time since new and the flight time since last overhaul of major
components that have been replaced in the engines and propellers.

In respect of engines on which performance have been made such data which
may be required during subsequent maintenance or operation.

The current status of compliance with all mandatory continuing airworthiness
information.

A continous record of the changes in empty weight and centre of gravity
position due to modifications, repairs, alterations etc.

Detailed maintenance records to show that all requirements for the signing of
the certificate of release to service have been met.
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
